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DEMOCRATIC NATIONAL CONVENTION  
DELEGATE SELECTION PLAN

Our 2008 National Convention will be held on August 25th to the 28th in Denver, Colorado.  Unlike the 
Democratic Congressional District and State Conventions, you do not need to be a member of the Party to be 
a delegate to the National Convention. In order to make sure that Wisconsin�s delegation to the National Con-
vention is as diverse and representative as possible, the Democratic Party of Wisconsin (DPW) will be doing 
statewide training programs between January and March of this year.  �e DPW has requested that by January 
14th, each County Party submit a date and location for a Delegate Selection Training Session to be held between 
January 15th and March 31st, 2008.  �e dates and locations of these trainings will be announced on January 
16th and your County Party will keep you updated.  �is is the �rst year that these trainings are being done and, 
if you wish to be a delegate, you are strongly urged to attend

Wisconsin has a total of 92 delegates and 12 alternates.  �ese are broken down so the speci�c numbers for 
Outagamie County are 65 delegates for the 8th CD and 5 for the 6th CD.   �ese elected delegates then move to 
the CD caucuses where the �nal numbers are: 8th CD level, 6 delegates (3 male / 3 female) and 1 female alter-
nate and the 6th CD is 5 (2 male / 3 female) and 1 female alternate.

Your �rst step in becoming a delegate is to �ll out the �Statement of Candidacy and Pledge Support� form 
which is available on the State Party�s website (wisdems.org) or contact Dottie LeClair (734-1063 / dotdem@aol.
com).  �is must be received (either mailed or faxed) by the State Party Headquarters no later than Friday, April 
4, 2008 at 5:00 p.m.  

On Sunday, April 6th the 1st Tier Caucus (County Level) will be held.   �e location will be determined by the 
County Chair and submitted to the State Party no later than March 7th.  Registration will run exactly from 12 
noon to 2:00 p.m. with the caucus beginning exactly at 2:00 p.m.  �e times for the caucus are determined by 
the Democratic National Committee and must be adhered to.  �e day of the caucus, your County Chair will 
have a list from the State Party of those eligible to be delegates (those people who have sent in their �Statement 
of Candidacy and Pledge Support� form).  If your name does not appear on the list, you are ineligible to run for 
delegate status.  

Since there are 2 Congressional Districts (6th and 8th) that make up Outagmie County, the county caucus will 
be divided accordingly.  Each Congressional District will then be divided into groups for each of the presidential 
candidates (those who are still in the running).  �e number of delegates for each candidate is determined by the 
number of votes that candidate received in Wisconsin�s Presidential Primary on February 19th.  Each group will 
then elect a chair to run that presidential caucus and begin to elect delegates.  �e delegates will be selected by 
secret ballot.  �e attendees who win will then go onto their respective Congressional District caucus.

�e 2nd Tier Caucus (that is the one at the Congressional District Level) will be held on Sunday, May 4th.  
�e location will be determined by the Congressional District Chair and must be submitted to the State Party no 
later than Friday, March 28th.  �e same time line and rules apply at the CD level as at the County Level.

HINTS:  When �lling out the �Statement of Candidacy and Pledge Support� form, do not only check the �delegate� 
section also check the areas for �add-on unpledged� delegate and at-large delegate.  �is will increase your chances of 
becoming a delegate. �e last two delegate areas will be chosen at the State Party level.  Brings your family and friends 
to vote for you at the County Caucus. �ey do not need to send in any form to the State Party to be eligible to vote for 
you.  MOST IMPORTANT: Make sure your �Statement of Candidacy and Pledge Support� form is received at the 
State Party on time!
